- After several years with favourable leasing conditions and relatively good supply of the 737-300 we see that asking prices are rising, and 737-300s somewhat harder to get a hold on. With this purchase Norwegian get their first fully owned aircraft as well as an investment that, in this case, will yield a better return than the leasing alternative, says CFO Frode E. Foss with Norwegian.

Norwegian Air Shuttle ASA is listed on the Oslo stock exchange (NAS) and has 550 employees and operates 16 aircraft out of Oslo, Norway. The company operates on 64 routes to 44 different destinations – 10 domestic and 54 internationally.
