Today Norwegian has 16 aircraft (all Boeing 737-300) and operates 10 domestic routes and 55 European routes from different cities in Norway. The company has 550 employees and the headquarters are located at Fornebu, Oslo. Norwegian has a code share with FlyNordic on the Oslo-Stockholm route and also a code share with Sterling on 13 different routes from Norway to various European destinations.
