3.3 million flew Norwegian in 2005

“2005 has been a fantastic year for Norwegian with an increase in passenger traffic of over 76%. We are very pleased that so many people have chosen Norwegian, and we can promise that our growth and low prices will continue in 2006”, says President and CEO Mr. Bjorn Kjos. 

The total number of passengers transported by Norwegian in December 2005 was 282,805 compared to 170,260 in November 2004, an increase of 112,545 passengers (66%), and a 72% increase in passenger traffic (RPK). 

· Total passenger traffic (RPK) increased by 72%, compared to December 2004.
· Total capacity (ASK) increased by 56%, compared to December 2004.
· The cabin factor was 72%, compared to 65% in December 2004, up 7 pp.
· The company estimates a yield of NOK 0.71 in December.
These increases in passenger traffic, production and passengers are linked to the company’s expansion and the introduction of new routes during the period January 2005 to December 2005, as well as adjustments in production and a steady increase in passengers. 

Domestic passenger traffic increased by 28% and capacity increased by 20%, giving a cabin factor of 68% compared to 64% during the same period last year. Domestic traffic was affected by production changes resulting from a more suitably adapted programme of scheduled flights, as well as a steady increase in passengers. 

International passenger traffic increased by 132% and capacity increased by 109%, giving a cabin factor of 75% compared to 68% last year. International traffic is thus continuing to develop satisfactorily.

The company anticipates a yield of NOK 0.71 in December in respect of its total portfolio of scheduled flights, i.e. 12% lower than for December 2004. This yield development is primarily linked to a percentage increase in international traffic with a relatively lower yield, as well as the incorporation of increased production in respect of the company’s flights to northern Norway.

Internet sales were 77% in December. 
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
