Norwegian - Traffic Figures March 2006:

All time high for Norwegian in March
Norwegian transported a monthly record of 375,079 passenger in March, compared to 207,795 in March last year, an increase of 167,284 passengers         (81 %), and 77 % increase in passenger traffic. 

· Total passenger traffic (RPK) increased by 77 %, compared to last year.
· Total capacity (ASK) increased by 63 %, compared to last year.
· The cabin factor was 78 %, compared to 72 % in March 2005, up 6 pp.
· The company estimates a yield around NOK 0.77 in March 2005.
These increases in passenger traffic, production and passengers are linked to the company’s expansion and the introduction of new routes from April 2005 to March  2006, as well as adjustments in production capacity and a steady increase in passengers. 

Domestic passenger traffic increased by 42 % and capacity increased by 36 %, giving a cabin factor of 76 % compared to 73 % last year. Domestic traffic was affected by production changes resulting from a more suitably adapted program of scheduled flights, the start-up of the Stavanger-Bergen route, a change in the Easter holiday compared to 2005 and also a steady increase in passengers. 

International passenger traffic increased by 117 % and capacity increased by 94 %, giving a cabin factor of 80 %, up 9 pp. These increases state that the international traffic continues to have a strong development.

The company anticipates a yield reduction of 5 % compared to March 2005. The yield development is primarily linked to the increase in international traffic with relatively lower yield, and increased production for the routes to the Northern part of Norway.

Internet sales were 81 % in March.
