486,529 flew with Norwegian in October

The total number of passengers flown in October 2006 was 486,529 compared to 325,981 last year, an increase of 160,548 passengers (49 %), and   53 % increase in passenger traffic. 

· Total passenger traffic (RPK) increased by 53 %, compared to last year.
· Total capacity (ASK) increased by 60 %, compared to last year.
· The cabin factor was 76 %, same period last year the cabin factor was 80 % 
· The company estimates a yield around NOK 0.70 for October 2006
These increases in passenger traffic, production and passengers are linked to the company’s expansion and the introduction of new routes from November 2005 to October 2006, as well as adjustments in production capacity and a steady increase in passengers. 

Domestic passenger traffic increased by 34 % and capacity increased by 39 %, giving a cabin factor of    74 % compared to 77 % last year. Domestic traffic has shown a positive trend considering capacity has been increased by 30 % on the routes in the southern part of Norway. 

International passenger traffic increased by 63 % and capacity increased by 71 %, giving a cabin factor of    77 % down 4 pp. This development is primarily linked to the incorporation of the company’s expansion, which includes 29 new routes since April, of which 11 new  routes from Poland.

The company anticipates a yield reduction of 4 % compared to October 2005. The yield development is connected to reduced prices to incorporate the company’s route expansion, together with a higher share of routes with a relatively seen lower yield. The company is observing a tendency to yield growth for the route-portfolio as a whole.

Internet sales accounted for 84 % of all tickets sold in October. 
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
