Norwegian flew 451,994 passengers in May

The total number of passengers transported in May 2006 was 451,994 compared to 309,229 last year, an increase of 142,765 passengers (46 %), and     38 % increase in passenger traffic. 

· Total passenger traffic (RPK) increased by 38 %, compared to last year.
· Total capacity (ASK) increased by 43 %, compared to last year.
· The cabin factor was 75 %, compared to 78 % in May  2005, down 3 pp. 
· The company estimates a yield around NOK 0.71 for May  2006
These increases in passenger traffic, production and passengers are linked to the company’s expansion and the introduction of new routes from June 2005 to May 2006, as well as adjustments in production capacity and a steady increase in passengers. 

Domestic passenger traffic increased by 46 % and capacity increased by 39 %, giving a cabin factor of 75 % compared to 72 % last year. The domestic traffic was mainly affected by a 30 % production growth on the routes from Oslo to respectively Stavanger, Bergen and Trondheim. Additionally the route Stavanger-Bergen has recently been started up.

International passenger traffic increased by 34 % and capacity increased by 46 %, giving a cabin factor of 75 % down 7 pp. This development is primarily linked to the incorporation of the company’s expansion, which counts 16 routes during the three last months

The company anticipates a yield increase of 2 % compared to May 2005. The yield development is first of all connected to a higher share of routes with a relatively seen higher yield.

Internet sales were 83 % in May.
