Norwegian makes it even cheaper to fly
From 24th January, Norwegian will reduce the cost of its lowest fares for travel in Southern Norway to EUR 38 one way including tax. Fares for travel between south and North Norway now start at EUR 50 one way including tax. 

Norwegian is also increasing the amount of hand luggage you can take with you on board from eight kilos to fifteen kilos.

At the same time, Norwegian will introduce a charge of EUR 3 +VAT for each bag checked in for flights within Norway, and a fee of EUR 3 for international flights. Each passenger is permitted to check in up to two pieces of luggage weighing up to 20 kilos each. 
“This change in policy will allow most of our customers travelling on business to only carry hand luggage. We are reducing the cost of our lowest fares and allowing our customers that travel without check in luggage to further reduce the cost of flying.  At the same time, our leisure customers will be able to take advantage of our new policy by being able to take up to 40 kilos of luggage for only EUR 6 + VAT, something that would previously cost them EUR 94,” said Bjørn Kjos, Norwegian’s CEO.

Anyone who purchased a ticket with Norwegian before 24th January will also benefit by being able to take up to15 kilos of hand luggage. The rules for checked baggage that were in place when they bought their ticket will apply for their flight.
