Stavanger

Stavanger is situated in the south-western corner of Norway by the Boknafjorden fjord. The climate is typical Atlantic ocean climate. The number of inhabitants have reached about 117,000. Stavanger is Norway's 4th largest city, European Capital of Culture 2008 and a university city. 

The ancient part of the city - Old Stavanger - comprises 173 wooden buildings from the turn of the 18th century. Most of them are small, white cottages. Stavanger has received several awards for its efforts to preserve Old Stavanger.   This was one of three pilot projects carried out in Norway during the United Nations' Architectural Heritage Year in 1975. Many galleries and handicrafts' boutiques are located in this section of town.

Every year in August there is an International Chamber Music Festival in Stavanger. In May we have MaiJazz, in end of June/beginning of July the World Tour Beach Volley take place in Stavanger.
