Norwegian leases 11 new Boeing 737-800

With a resolution from The Board of Directors, Norwegian Air Shuttle ASA has decided to enter into an agreement to sign leasing contracts on 11 new aircraft. 
The new aircraft will be delivered during a period of three years, from 2008 to 2010. The new leasing contracts have an average duration of eight years. Norwegian has decided to take delivery of a new type of Boeing aircrafts; 737-800. These aircraft have 189 seats and reduces the fuel consumption of up to 20 % per seat.
“This lease will make it possible for us to expand our route network to new destinations with a longer distance than our routes today. We will in October start new routes to Las Palmas and Tenerife,” says CEO Bjorn Kjos.

Norwegian will from October 2007 untill the first delivery of the new Boeing 737-800 lease other aircraft to be able to launch the two new routes to the Canary Islands.
