457,296 passengers flew with Norwegian in April

The total number of passengers flown in April 2007 was 457,296 compared to 361,547 last year, an increase of 95,749 passengers (26 %), and 42 % increase in passenger traffic. 

- We had an increase in traffic of 45 % in April and we are very satisfied with the development, especially regarding the new European routes from Poland and Norway. In April we had a minor decrease in the load factor, due to the fact that we increased the frequencies between the major cities in Norway, says CEO Bjorn Kjos.

· Total passenger traffic (RPK) increased by 42 %, compared to last year.
· Total capacity (ASK) increased by 45 %, compared to last year.
· The cabin factor was 78 %, down 2 pp compared to same period last year.
· The company estimates a yield around NOK 0.69 for April 2007.
These increases in passenger traffic, production and passengers are linked to the company’s expansion and the introduction of new routes from May 2006 to April 2007, as well as adjustments in production capacity and a steady increase in passengers. 

Domestic passenger traffic increased by 7 % and capacity increased by 13 %, giving a cabin factor of 77 % compared to 81 % last year. Domestic traffic has shown a positive trend considering capacity has been increased by 20 % on the routes in the southern part of Norway. 

International passenger traffic increased by 61 % and capacity increased by 62 %, giving a cabin factor of 79 %. The cabin factor development is primarily linked to the incorporation of the company’s expansion, in particular the 11 new routes from Poland.

For April 2007 the company anticipates a yield reduction of 9 % compared to same period last year. The yield reduction is mainly caused by changes in the route portfolio and a longer average sector length. The operation in Poland has shown a positive development in April, which also is contributed to by increased traffic due to Easter holidays. 
The Poland expansion has experienced a positive development in April, this can be explained by the Easter holiday traffic. 
Internet sales accounted for 86 % of tickets sold in April. 
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
